3. Media and Press Release –- This is included for you to send to your local media outlets. We encourage you to contact them and invite them to visit the Road Show. Publicity generated by the Road Show visit is needed for fundraising efforts which may ensure future visits to your school and others. Copies of this information may also be given to the students to take home to their parents.

4.  Teacher’s Guide / Road Show Curriculum-- This document explains the correlation of the Road Show exhibits  to  applicable PASS skills.  PLEASE make sure the appropriate  teachers  have copies of the curriculum. They are also available on the web at www.tommyfranksmuseum.org.  An educator from our museum will arrive for the visit and will serve as tour guide and act as  a living voice for the  museum exhibits.   

     --A list of study questions as well as a work sheet for students are included for the teachers ‘convenience .  We have found that the work sheet, a “seek and find” or “spot and discover” method of study is fun for the students and enhances their learning experience.

5.  Evaluation Form -- Please complete this form and feel free to make any comments or suggestions you might have that may improve  our visits. You may give the form to a road show educator before  they leave your school or send it to us. 

In conclusion, thank you for inviting the Road Show to you r school. We trust your students will enjoy touring these exhibits as much as we have enjoyed designing them.
